Gibbs School - Surplus

* Why is the Gibbs School Surplus?
— Vacant since 2008
— DCPS has determined that it will not reopen the Gibbs School
— No other identified District agency purpose

What happens to the Gibbs School next?

— DC law requires that public charter schools are given the right to
submit offers on surplus schools before any other offer can be
considered

— Feedback from this meeting will be used to inform the Request
for Offers (RFO), which will be posted on the DME website

— The RFO is a solicitation that is used to receive and evaluate
offers from charter schools

« DC Law requires that the District receives offers for the reuse of surplus
school buildings from charter schools before any other offer is
considered - the right of first offer (RFO). Council recently passed a law
that expands the right of first offer.

Meeting Meeting | RFO

« The new law requires that all vacant school buildings without an
identified future DCPS or District agency use are made available
through the RFO process on a specified timeline.

« To be more strategic about how we leverage public school buildings, we
are evaluating the data and soliciting community input so that we can
develop an RFO that is more targeted to the needs of the community.
