• Anacostia Middle Campus (AMC) 4-8 - opened in 2020 in its temporary 

location (2 years) in the Birney Building with first class of 4th grade 

students

• During search for long-term facility for AMC, purchased 1619 Frankford 

St in Dec 2019

• After frequent dialogue with members of the Fort Stanton community, 

paused all work on 1619, and pursued other facility options (including 

Birney Building)

• Summer 2020, Mayor’s budget released sharing that Birney was no 

longer an option, but Wilkinson could be an option

• Made commitment with neighbors to no longer work on 1619, and fully 

focus efforts to locate AMC in Wilkinson 

• Fort Stanton residents were very supportive and submitted letters of 

support to the City
